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Please keep a copy, sign and return a copy to me.  You might want to put a copy in your puppy’s records at the vet of your choice.

SHOTS

The suggested schedule is very important.  The Weimaraner Club of America has taken a very strong stand regarding separation of vaccines (so called "cocktail" shots are NOT to be used on purebred Weimaraner puppies).  This is the protocol that I follow with my puppies and it works for me.    Combination shots may cause an autoimmune reaction. Until your puppy has had all of his/her vaccinations, DO NOT take the puppy to classes, public parks, or around other dogs.  I am terrified of Parvo and Distemper...they will kill a puppy...the other things that you are not going to vaccinate for usually don't kill...
You need to develop a good rapport with your veterinarian...he/she will be an important part of your puppy's healthy life.

IMMUNE MEDIATED PROBLEMS AND VACCINATION IN WEIMARANERS

A small percentage (12% Nationwide and I don't think that is small but the WCA Board calls it "small") of Weimaraner puppies exhibit a syndrome following vaccination or other forms of stress.  This syndrome can include one or more of the following symptoms:

Hypertrophic Osteodystrophy (swollen and painful joints)

elevated WBC

Elevated temperature (like 104 or 105)

Diarrhea

Lethargy and/or depression

Lymph Node enlargement

Pain to the touch

One explanation for this syndrome invokes failure of the immune systems of young dogs to handle multiple antigens in modified live virus combination vaccines.  When the immune system of these susceptible individuals is challenged by multiple antigens, it responds by attempting to fight off what it perceives as an invader in much the same way as it would to fight off infection: fever, elevated WBC and an inflammatory reaction of tissues and joints causing swelling and polyarthritis.  In other words, the immune system has become hyper-reactive.

THE TREATMENT: This treatment has been used by various vets and found to be effective...consists of administering intravenous steroids (dexamethasone) at a loading dose of 0.5mg/kg followed by oral prednisone or prednisolone at a dose of 2 mg/kg divided into twice a day dose for 1 week and then tapered over the next 5 weeks to 0.5mg/kg every other day.  What this treatment does is to reduce the immediate inflammatory response and suppress the over reacting immune system.


Although many puppies can be vaccinated with the combination MLV vaccines, there is no way at present time to determine which pups are going to adversely react.  There are studies being done on DNA markers right now at UC Davis on weimaraners but the results are not in yet.  Therefore, a vaccination schedule is recommended in order to help to prevent this syndrome from occurring: See schedule attached.

I will be glad to visit with your vet...or have him/her visit with the Health Issues Coordinator for the Weimaraner Club of America who works at a Vet Clinic and raises Weimaraners. The use of Lyme disease, Bordetella, & Corona vaccines ARE NOT RECOMMENDED unless endemic infection of these disease are present in your area.

Or Call the WCA Health Issue Chairperson at home 401 647 2473...her work number is on the recording at home; if you need to contact her at work it is ok.  Because this syndrome is relatively rare, there has been very little written about it and for that reason most veterinarians are not familiar with the problem.  Niels Pedersen, DVM, PHD, Immunologist at UC Davis Veterinary School is initiating research into this problem which affects other breeds as well.  Dr. Jean Dodds at Hemopet in California is an expert on this problem...she is always very helpful and willing to visit with your veterinarian...Work 310 828 4804; FAX 310 828 8251..she is NOT available on Saturdays. FOOD

The puppy has been on Purina ProPlan  Puppy for Large Breeds.  Please feed this until he/she is at least 6 months old. Then you can switch to ProPlan Lg. Breed Adult.

DON'T GIVE ANY VITAMIN SUPPLEMENTS without talking with a Weimaraner specialist/breeder first.

WCA FUTURITY/MATURITY ELIGIBLE

Your puppy if futurity/maturity eligible.  This is only for show or field puppies.  The initial papers and fees have already been sent to the WCA and the orange pink slip is in your notebook.  You must send the orange slip and join the WCA prior to JANUARY 30, 2007.  Do this now. WHEN YOU GET THE AKC REGISTRATION SHEET back from AKC WITH YOUR NAME ON IT BACK FROM THE AKC YOU MUST SEND A COPY TO the WCA fut/maturity coordinator.   This is a member's only program and membership in WCA is mandatory for your puppy to remain eligible.  The puppy is futurity nominated for FIELD as well as BENCH.  The puppy is MATURITY nominated for the BENCH only.  The breeder feels that this is an exceptional litter and that your puppy is a very well-bred Weimaraner capable of becoming a top-notch, high quality, show dog...and with training, capable of placing in the field and/or on the bench.  There is a special trophy awarded by the WCA for any Weimaraner placing in both the field and bench futurities...in all the years that WCA has awarded this trophy there have only been a handful of dogs that have qualified. If your puppy places in the field and in the bench futurity, your purchase price of the puppy will be joyfully refunded! You don't have to show your puppy in the futurities, but it is fun to participate.

RECORD KEEPING UNTIL YOUR PUPPY IS 1 YEAR OLD. VERY IMPORTANT>

Please keep a very accurate record of your puppy's shots.  As we discussed, you should look at the vial from which the injection is prepared, and fill in the following information on each injection your puppy receives...whether you give the vaccination yourself, or your vet gives the vaccination.  Accurate and precise record keeping may prove invaluable if your puppy does have a reaction to the vaccination.  A decision to ignore the requirement of keeping this log and viewing each vial before the vaccine is administered will negate any health guarantee on your puppy. TELL THE VET OF THIS REQUIREMENT.  Be aware that an ALLERGIC reaction may occur in seconds, minutes, or a couple of hours after the injection.  Your vet will tell you what to look for and what to do in the case of an allergic reaction.  What this record keeping is about is an immune mediated problem from the vaccination may occur within 10-14 days of the vaccination (see symptoms on other sheets of information).
